  WHEREAS, It is appropriate, therefore, that this state pays tribute to the career, and 13 

accomplishments of the men and women who give so much to the integrity, strength, prosperity, 14

  RESOLVED, That this Senate of the State of Rhode Island and Providence Plantations 16 

hereby proclaims April 26, 2006 to be “City and Town Clerk Day” to honor and recognize the 17
