BUSINESS MEETING AGENDA

1. MEETING CALL TO ORDER
The Business Meeting was called to order by President Cheryl Fernstrom.

SECRETARY’S REPORT – Julie Coelho - Approval of September 17, 2010 Minutes

A motion to approve the September 17, 2010 Minutes was made, seconded and passed unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Janet Olsson – Approval of quarterly financial report

A motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report was made, seconded and passed unanimously.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

· Legislation 
There is much discussion regarding legislation introduced by the BOE.  The merging of Districts by amending RIGL §17-11-1 eliminating the maximum number of voters at a polling place and allow the BOE to approve the number of voters at a polling place was discussed. 

A motion to support the bill to remove the maximum number of voters at a polling place was made, seconded and passed unanimously.
The Association agrees closing the polling places at 8:00 pm would help lower the errors made at the end of the night.  Uniform hours for the opening and closing of polling places should be included in the legislation except for New Shoreham.  The municipalities that open at 8:00 am would have to agree to open at 7:00 am except New Shoreham.

A motion to support legislation for uniform polling times opening at 7:00 am and closing at 8:00 pm was made, seconded and passed unanimously.
A motion to introduce legislation requiring all documents for recording meet uniform standards was made, seconded and passed unanimously.
The Clerks are to forward their Councils’ Resolutions supporting the proposed legislation to Bob Raposa at BOE.

A motion not to support the legislation proposing the early voting category (may not be able to vote at polling place) was made, seconded and passed unanimously.

A motion directing the Election Committee to work on legislation to amend category #3 not requiring a medical form was made, seconded and passed unanimously.

A motion to amend RIGL and to provide that any document recorded in land evidence include the $4.00 fee for Historic Trust and $1.00 for each additional page was made, seconded and passed unanimously.
A motion to support legislation for uniformity in poll workers allowed to work in General Elections and Primaries was made, seconded and passed unanimously.

A motion to look into “Joint Bids for Land Evidence records companies” was made, seconded and passed unanimously.

Julie Coelho suggests there be a list of who is available to testify and when.  

Rick Goldstein states there is a Bill reducing the 10 day request for records to 7 days. We should watch this legislation and maybe create a “standard letter” to request more time and a policy for information requests.

Tracy Hay has a policy in place, and if anyone wants a copy she will send it to them.
