Maine Town and City Clerks are saddened by the passing of former Secretary of State Dan
Gwadosky who died on August 10 at the age of 57 after a hard-fought battle with cancer. Dan
had a long and successful political career with the State of Maine. He served 18 years
representing his hometown of Fairfield in the Maine House of Representatives, from 1979 to
1996. Dan was elected assistant majority leader in 1986 and house majority leader in 1988
before being elected Maine's 92nd Speaker of the House. In 1997, he was elected Maine's 46th
secretary of state and served as president of the National Association of Secretaries of State from
2002 to 2003. Dan was known by most as a man with a quick wit and a joke for any situation. He
always knew how to entertain a crowd. He will be remembered for his contribution to the State of
Maine through a long career in public service. He is survived by his wife Cheryl and children
Joshua and Jessica.

SB129 pertaining to Voter ID has been vetoed by Governor Lynch, but the concern is whether or

not there are enough Senators who will vote to overr,

action on this matter at their September 7" session.
